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2019 AGM report from Webmaster Tony Emery. 

VTTA West Group website has had a web presence for over a decade.  
 
Earlier last year (2018) the national VTTA organised a workshop where a new on-line 
membership system was presented, allowing new and existing members to make on-line 
payments for their subs and standards claim fees. New member applications can also be 
made on-line.  
 
The West was one of the first groups to go live with this system, and the new services are 
already proving popular and there is clear evidence of how valuable they can be attracting 
new members, whilst helping reduce our treasurer’s and secretary’s workloads by 
monitoring non-payment and keeping track of our members. 
 
At the same time, the VTTA made significant improvements to the Group pages available on 
the national site, including: News, Secretary’s Newsletter, Diary of Events, Details of Our 
Officials, How to Contact Us, Links to most local, national and international cycling 
organisations, Racing Results, VTTA Standards Tables, VTTA Claims Forms, West Vet 
journal/archive and most importantly How to Join us.  
 

During 2018, we piloted these pages in parallel with our old site at WestVet.org.uk without 
any obvious snags.  
 
At last year’s AGM, we resolved that: At the end of 2018, (or whenever the hosting charge1 is 
up for renewal), close the Cosmic hosted site and continue maintaining our web presence 
using the West Group pages on the VTTA national site.  
 
Westvet.org.uk was closed at the beginning of January 2019. At the time we sent members 
the attached notes to help them access our group pages at VTTA.org.uk.
